John began his career as an Assistant State's Attorney assigned to a traffic and misdemeanor courtroom and progressed to felony cases. The majority of his cases dealt with DUI and associated cases at both the misdemeanor and felony level. 

  

One of John's first cases left a lasting impression that led to his dedication to prosecuting DUI cases. The case involved an impaired driver whose crash caused injuries to his child. Mr. Jones never forgot how an impaired driver risked everything for one night of drinking. He also recollects how the judicial process and supervision of an experienced and thorough probation officer helped reform the impaired driver. 

  

After leaving the Whiteside County State's Attorney's Office, John spent a few years in private practice, engaged in both civil and criminal defense work. However, he missed the satisfaction of prosecuting criminal cases and returned to government service. When Elizabeth Earleywine convinced the department to expand the TSRP program to add an additional attorney, he jumped at the opportunity to assist in this crucial endeavor. 

  

Most everyone recognizes the need for DUI courtrooms and intense monitoring of impaired drivers both pre-and post-adjudication. With 102 counties, Illinois can benefit from the specialized education, training and technical assistance that the TSRP program offers. It is John's goal, and that of the Illinois TSRP program, to assist as many counties as possible in keeping Illinois roadways safe for everyone. 
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
