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House Bills 
HB0648 - Traffic Stop Study: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code, requires specific information be recorded during the process of issuing a uniform traffic citation or warning citation for the analysis of information in a traffic stop statistical study. The Illinois Department of Transportation will then analyze the data received from the traffic stops and compile a report that will be submitted to the Governor, General Assembly, Racial Profiling Prevention and Data Oversight Board and each law enforcement agency before July 1 of each year. 
HB0795 - Police Vehicle Lights: Provides that the drivers of police vehicles must use oscillating, rotating or flashing lights when: a) parking or standing, b) proceeding past a red or stop signal or stop sign, c) exceeding the maximum speed limits, d) traveling in an unregulated direction or movement. Provides that the driver of a police vehicle must: a) activate oscillating, rotating or flashing lights, sirens or any combination during a high speed response, b) use lights and sirens to warn pedestrians and other motorists of his/her approach during an emergency response situation, c) drive with due regard for the safety of other persons and exercise due care when operating a police vehicle. 
HB0904 - Negligent Vehicular Homicide: Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 and creates the offense of negligent vehicular homicide, a Class A misdemeanor. Provides a person commits the offense if his/her negligent operation of a motor vehicle is a proximate cause of the death of another person. 
HB0980 - Truck Speed Limits: Provides that the maximum speed limit for buses outside an urban area is 55 mph in a populated area and 65 mph in a non-populated area (defines populated area as any city, village or incorporated town with a population of 50,000 or more). States the Department of Transportation may not alter the speed limits on an access-controlled highway to exceed 55 miles per hour for second division vehicles weighing 8,001 pounds or more (applies only in a populated area). 
HB0988 - Driver’s Certificate: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and State Finance Act, creating a new driver’s certificate to be issued to persons who do not qualify for driver’s licenses which are issued in compliance with the “Real ID Act of 2005.” 
HB1346 - Boat/Snow DUI Penalties: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code, provisions related to driving while under the influence (DUI) apply to driving any motor vehicle while under the influence. Provides that the suspension or revocation of a person’s driving privileges and his/her opportunity for a hearing for violating the DUI provisions in the Illinois Vehicle Code also apply to operating a snowmobile or watercraft while under the influence; changes the penalties for operating a snowmobile or watercraft while under the influence so they are similar to the penalties in the Illinois Vehicle Code for DUI. 
HB2427 - Underage Drinking: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that the Secretary of State may suspend the driving privileges of a person that violates or receives court supervision for certain violations of the Liquor Control Act related to underage purchasing, consumption, and possession of alcoholic beverages for a second time. 
HB2455 - Non-Highway Vehicles: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Defines a “non-highway vehicle” as a motor vehicle not designed to be used on a public highway, as defined in the Illinois Vehicle Code, examples include: an all-terrain vehicle, golf cart, neighborhood vehicle and an off-highway motorcycle. Provides that the same set of standards that currently apply to the operation of a neighborhood vehicle on a street, road or highway apply to all non-highway vehicles. 
HB2490 - DUI Monitoring Device: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Defines “continuous alcohol monitoring device” as a device that automatically tests breath, blood or transversal alcohol concentration levels at least once every hour and detects tamper attempts, regardless of the monitored person’s location and regularly transmits such data. 
HB2649 - DUI Reckless Homicide: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that a person is guilty of a non-probationary Class 3 felony when the person is convicted of driving under the influence of alcohol, drugs or intoxicating compounds, and has previously been convicted of reckless homicide or a similar provision of law of another state in which the person was determined to have been under the influence of prohibited substances; or in committing a DUI violation, the person was involved in a motor vehicle, snowmobile, all-terrain vehicle or watercraft accident that resulted in the death of another person, when the DUI violation was a proximate cause of the death. 
HB2650 - Restitution DUI: Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that in all convictions for driving under the influence in which the person received any injury or damage to his/her real or personal property as a result of the criminal act of the defendant, the court shall order restitution. 
HB3705 - Neighborhood Vehicles: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that a person may not operate a neighborhood vehicle on a street, road or highway without obtaining a certificate of title, registering the vehicle with the Secretary of State and obtaining a liability insurance policy covering the vehicle in accordance with the mandatory insurance provisions of the Illinois Vehicle Code. 
HB3730 - Railroad Crossing Stop Signs: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that except where train crews provide flagging of the crossing to road users, yield signs shall be installed at all highway intersections with every grade crossing in this state that is not equipped with automatic warning devices, such as luminous flashing signals or crossing gate devices. 
HB3777 - Automated Speed Enforcement: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code, expands the definition of “automated traffic law enforcement system” from a device with one or more motor vehicle sensors working with a red light signal to record images of vehicles entering the intersection against a red signal; also include a device used in a location with a high occurrence of motor vehicle accidents and where insufficient police enforcement exists. 
HB3858 - Injured Pedestrian: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code by adding an offense and dictating fines for offenders who commit traffic violations and cause injury to a pedestrian while within 500 feet of a school, church, child care facility or hospital. Provides that the second offense requires a $750 minimum fine and two or more violations may result in the Secretary of State suspending his/her driver’s license for 90 days. 
HB3982 - Transport Students: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code to prohibit the transportation of students in grades 12 or below in 15 passenger vans for interscholastic, athletic or school sponsored events. Also requires this type of transportation be performed in a multi-function school activity bus, first division vehicle or bus operated by a public utility or a common carrier. 
Senate Bills 
SB0272 - No Phone in School Zone: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. States that regardless of age, a person may not use a wireless telephone in a school, construction or maintenance speed zone unless they are engaged in the construction or maintenance project and using the phone in furtherance of that project. 
SB0273 - Electronic Communication Device: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides a person may not operate a motor vehicle while using an electronic communication device to compose, send or read electronic messages. 
SB1467 - Speed Limit 65 MPH: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code so that unless other speed restrictions have been established, the maximum speed limit outside an urban district for any vehicle is 65 miles per hour; removes language allowing the Department of Transportation to alter speed limits on access-controlled highways to exceed 55 mph for vehicles exceeding 8,001 pounds. 
SB1816 - Restitution DUI: Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that in all convictions for driving under the influence in which a person received injury or damage to his/her property as a result of the criminal act, the court shall order restitution. 
SB1845 - Vehicle Education Program: Amends the Municipal Code. Provides that corporate authorities of each municipality may require a defendant to complete an education program for each ordinance violation of the Illinois Vehicle Code. 
SB1916 - Reckless Conduct: Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 concerning the offense of reckless conduct. Provides that this offense is also committed when an operator of a motor vehicle causes bodily harm or endangers the safety of a vulnerable user of the public way if he/she recklessly performs acts that cause the harm or endanger safety; the penalty is a Class A misdemeanor. If the person causes great bodily harm or permanent disability/disfigurement to a vulnerable user, the penalty is a Class 4 felony; provides that the fine for the first offense in either case shall not exceed $10,000. 
SB2024 - Court Clerk Fee Disbursement: Amends the Clerks of Courts Act. Provides that the fine for speeding in a school zone is increased by $5, which shall go to the school district(s) in which the offense occurred. Provides if a person is found guilty of a DUI in addition to any other fines he/ she will be fined $500, or $1,000 for a second offense, payable to the clerk to be distributed as follows: $100 to the law enforcement agency or agencies that made the arrest and $400 to the General Revenue Fund. 
SB2248 - DUI Boat, Snow, Driver’s License: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that the provisions related to DUI apply to driving any motor vehicle while under the influence; provides that the suspension and revocation of a person’s driving privileges and the person’s opportunity for a hearing for the violation of the DUI provisions of the Illinois Vehicle Code also apply to operation of a snowmobile or watercraft while under the influence. 
SB2351 - Fire Investigation, Vehicle Code Fees: This bill changes Public Act 95-154 passed in the 95th General Assembly that mandated additional $20 be paid by those who plead guilty or were convicted of “serious traffic violations” listed in the Illinois Vehicle Code. This bill changes some of the ways the money is transferred. The changes affecting the Illinois Vehicle Code that most concern Division of Traffic Safety are court supervision, DUI and “similar local ordinances” to language that mandates the $20 additional fee. Those who receive court supervision (in addition to a guilty plea or conviction) for a serious traffic violation, DUI or a similar local law will also be mandated to pay the $20 fee. The fee goes to the Fire Prevention Fund, the Fire Truck Revolving Loan Fund and the Circuit Court Clerk Operation and Administrative Fund. 
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
