HOUSE BILLS 
 
HB3325 
Tinted Film Windows: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code to provide that a person may drive a motor vehicle with a non-reflective tinted film on the side windows immediately adjacent to each side of the driver that does not allow less than 50% light transmittance. 
 
HB4630 
Non Highway Farming Vehicles: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code allowing non-highway vehicles engaged in farming operations to drive on county and township roads. Also provides guidelines to be followed in order to permit those vehicles to be used on roadways. 
 
HB4631 
Automated Red Light Enforcement: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code to prohibit the issuance of violations to vehicles making right on red turns and left turns onto a one-way street from another one-way street. 
 
HB4653 
Vehicle Window Tinting: This bill requires the Secretary of State to issue distinctive motor vehicle plates to identify vehicles which are allowed to be tinted. Eliminates the “illness/ ailment” exemption; now requiring an actual “medical condition/disease” rather than an issue that could be corrected with sunglasses. 
 
HB4656 
Automated Red Light Enforcement: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code to prohibit the issuance of violations for right turn on red or a left turn from a one-way to another one-way. 
 
SENATE BILLS 
 
SB2248 
OUI Boat/Snow/Drivers License: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and modifies the DUI provisions of the IVC to combine the operation of motor vehicles under the influence with the operation of a snowmobile or watercraft under the influence into a single provision. 
 
SB2466 
Automated Traffic Law: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code by deleting provisions allowing certain counties and municipalities to enact ordinances enforcing violations of Automated Traffic Law Enforcement System. 
 
SB2477 
Automated Red Light Enforcement: Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code prohibiting Red Light Enforcement Systems to issue violations to drivers who come to a stop one foot or less past the point required to stop specified by the Code or a local ordinance.
