2010 was another incredible year for the Illinois Department of Transportation’s Division of Traffic Safety (IDOT/DTS).  Like 2009, less than 1000 people died on Illinois roadways.  A variety of factors contributed to this continued success.  Primarily, IDOT/DTS and its partners created and carried out successful events and initiatives making 2010 one of the safest on record.

IDOT/DTS events, held throughout the year, continually spread safety messages to the public.  Frequent impaired driving and occupant protection campaigns held during peak times like Memorial Day weekend, Fourth of July and New Year’s Eve helped lower fatalities.  The Work Zone Safety Calendar contest spread awareness of the tragedies that can occur in work zones and numerous child safety seat checks across the state increased proper safety belt and child safety seat usage.
