Summer 2008 OPERATION TEEN SAFE DRIVING AWARDS FOR SCHOOLS 

The final round of winning schools for Operation Teen Safe Driving was announced in May. In total, 104 high schools statewide were selected to participate in the Operation Teen Safe Driving program modeled after Ford’s nationally recognized Driving Skills for Life teen safety program. The top four high schools in each region received an invitation to attend the Ford Driving Skills for Life “Ride and Drive” hands-on training. The Allstate Foundation made it possible for the top school in each region to receive $5,000 for an after-prom party and up to 104 schools around the state will receive funding for continuation of their Operation Teen Safe Driving programs. Operation Teen Safe Driving grew from an initial idea announced in November 2007 and has ultimately changed and improved the lives of Illinois citizens.
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
